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LAYING DOWN THE LAW

Code Enforcement

Numerous changes to the West-
minster Municipal Code will have
an impact on how Code Enforce-
ment now responds to various
violations in our community. In
this and following issues we will
point out some of the more basic
codes enforced by Code En-
forcement with information on
the newly adopted changes.

Graffiti

Graffiti is defined as a message,
symbol, inscription or drawing
painted, scratched or written on
any surface. It shall be unlawful
for any person to fail to remove
or eradicate graffiti from a prem-
ise within seven (7) days of de-
facement. The term “graffiti”
does not apply to legally permit-
ted signage.

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Are water leaks costing you
money?

e Check all faucets for
drips. Replace worn and
leaking washers, gaskets,
pipes or defective fixtures.

e Check for leaks on out-
side faucets, and make sure
the valve closes properly.
Check toilets for leaks--they
are the most common cause
of high bills! Check the over-
flow of the tank to make sure
no water is running over

e Household chemi-
cals, paints, and poi-
sons should be prop-
erly marked and
stored under lock
and key, away from
children’s reach. Dis-
pose of any that are
leaking, expired, or
that look bad.

e When cleaning up
hazardous chemi-
cals, wear rubber
gloves and follow the
safety directions on
the packaging.

e Never mix chemicals
in the same con-
tainer. If you don't
know how to dispose
of them, seek out-
side advice. Never
put them into the
trash or pour down
the drain.

¢ Make sure gasoline
and cleaning fluids
are well marked and
stored in a cool, dry
place away from the
house and out of the
reach of children and
pets. Use only ap-
proved containers for
gasoline storage.

o Never use gasoline
to clean skin,
clothes, auto parts,
or floors.

e Clean up work ar-
eas. Put dangerous
tools, adhesives,
matches, or other
work items away
from children’s
reach.

e Check your barbe-

cue grill for leaks
and cracks, and be
sure to store any
propane tanks away
from your house and
garage.

ards, including

stacks of rags, news-
papers, and maga-

A convicted burglar, accused of breaking
into more than 300
apartments, had
these tips to hinder
burglars:

e Get a new dead-
bolt, especially
Medeco® brand

e Invest in a secu-
rity system.

e Reinforce wooden door frames.

e Stick a bar in sliding glass doors.

e Use bolt latches or drive a nail through
both sashes of double-hung windows to
lock them shut.

e When you’re out of town, leave your lights
on and have someone pick up your news-
paper and mail.

e Leave alight on, preferably on each floor,
when you go out in the evening.

e Buy a big, mean dog.
